Application deadline: July 30. 

 
C. Full Year Study: total of 40 weeks of intensive studies that begins in February and 

ends in December. Closing date for application: Dec 30 of the previous year.

The applicant should be from 18 to 60 years old, healthy, with valid passport, and senior 
high school education and above.
